Early Input

The OahuMPO Policy Committee reviews the
proposed work elements and determines whether to
transmit them to the implementing agencies.

Member organizations of the OahuMPO CAC
may propose transportation planning studies (work
elements).

Submittal Process

Agencies submit outlines for work elements for
inclusion in the OahuMPO Overall Work Program.
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Program Development

After a financial review, the OahuMPO prepares a draft
OWP.
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Review Process

Intergovernmental review of the draft OWP.
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Public Review

The OahuMPO CAC and public review the
draft OWP.

Policy Committee Approval

The OahuMPO Policy Committee approves the OWP.

Policy Committee Action

Individuals may give written or oral testimony to
the Policy Committee.

Federal Approval

Grant applications are submitted to federal agencies
for planning funds. The Federal Highway and Transit
Administrations approve the OWP and grants.
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Project Implementation

Agencies conduct their studies, identified in the OWP,
and produce technical documents and/or
transportation plans.
