The most current versions of the U.S.C, CFR, the Stewardship Oversight Agreement on Project Assumption and Program Oversight, the State of Hawaii Department of Transportation Local Public Agency (LPA) Manual for Federal Aid Program, and State-County Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) Implementation of County Federal-Aid Highway Projects and Programs shall govern in cases where these terms are silent.
